· Culture- art, music, traditional clothing, traditional food, pottery, etc. You can bring this item in or find something to print from the internet. 
· History- Create a short timeline line using TimeLiner app. You mush include 5 important dates for that country

· Who? – Create a Pages list of some famous people from your country. They can be scientists, explorers, inventors, artists, chefs, etc. Name them, give their birth/death dates, and tell what they did or do to enrich or benefit their country.
· Activities/Adventure- Pick 2 places you’d love to go visit. Print a picture of each place and give a description of what we would find there. What are some unique or fun activities you can do only in that country? Use pages to save your pictures and paragraphs. 
· Summary- write a summary about your country. Include the size of the country, population, types of animals, landforms, and food found there. You may add in any other information you’d like. ½ page typed minimum. 
· iPad Project- slide show of interesting pictures you found highlighting your country. You can use either an album in your camera roll, or create a Keynote presentation if you have time. 
· Extra: Other fun facts
